visionaries featured, including Paul Poiret, Christian Dior, and even Coco Chanel, are spirited

reminders that the current age of Designer as a public spokesperson for a Brand (with a very

intentional capital 'B') as we know it today, is a relatively recent phenomenon.

This book is an absolute delight--a lively and informative history of 20th century fashion, woven from

the words of the industry's most gifted, influential, and colorful geniuses. Pamela Golbin has

performed that most thrilling of scholarly miracles: she has brought the past back to life, with all the

texture, color, and elegance of the styles her subjects pioneered. For anyone who cares about

fashion, "Couture Confessions" is an indispensable read.
